1. Place the D6600 in a secure location.

2.  Remove the tie wrap from the receiver door handle.
Open the door and remove the packaging foam from
the front of the CPU Card.

3. Gently push the CPU and line cards into their slots until
they securely connect.

4. Ensure the D6600 power switch is in the OFF position.

5. Plug the AC power cord into the rear of the D6600.

6. Plug the other end into an unswitched 100 to 120
VAC, 220 to 230 VAC, 50 - 60 Hz line.

7. Plug the telephone lines into the connectors on the first
line terminator card (Figure 7).

8. Connect the automation computer (/tem 1 in Figure 2)
to COMS, the center DB-9 connector on the CPU
terminator card, using a null-modem cable (/tem 2).

9. Connect an external parallel printer, with power off,
(/tem 4) to the lower 25-pin connector on the CPU
terminator card (/fem 5).

10. Turn the power switch on the D6600 to the ON

position.

1. Place the D6100i in a secure location (such as a rack
mount or desktop).

2. Plug telephone lines into the connectors on the back of
the D6100i (Figure 1).

3. Connect the automation computer (ftem 1 in Figure 2)
to COMS3, the DB-9 connector using a null-modem
cable (/tem 2).

4. Connect an external parallel printer (/tem 4), with the
power off, to the 25-pin connector (ltem 6).

5. Connect the transformer leads to the 18 VAC terminals
and plug the other end into the power source.

1. Connect the optional D6680 (Item 5 in Figure 3) to COM4 (Item 2), the top DB-9 connector on the CPU
terminator card.

2. Use the straight modem cable provided (/tem 3) to connect to Channel 1 (the DB-25 connector) of the
network adapter.

3. Using a CATS5 Ethernet cable (Item 8), connect the other end of the network adapter (/tem 5) to the network
hub (Ztem 9).

4. If installing a D6672 COM1 Expansion kit (/zem 7) in the D6600 receiver (ltem 2), connect a second optional
D6680 ({tem 6) to COM1 of the D6672 (ftem 7). Order and install the D6672 separately. Refer to the D6672
Installation Guide (P/N: 4998122715) for details. COMI1 is the DB-9 connector to the left of the CPU
terminator card looking at the rear of the unit. Use the straight-through modem cable provided (Ztem 4) to
connect to Channel 1 (the DB-25 connector) of the network adapter (Item 6).

5. Using a CATS5 Ethernet cable (Item 7); connect the other end of the second network adapter (/tem 6) to the
network hub (Ztem 9).

6. Connect a PC (Jtem 77) with an Ethernet card to the network using a CAT5 Ethernet cable ({ftem 70).

'A This PC connects to the network for D6200 software applications and for configuring the network
A adapters.

7. Connect the D6100i Network adapter (ftem 73) to the Ethernet hub using a CAT5 Ethernet cable (ftem 72).

8. Using this PC, configure the network adapters through a Telnet connection. Refer to the section entitled
Configuration of the D6680 in the Conettix D6600/D6700i Network System Guide (P/N: 4998122712) for more
details. Contact the network administrator for assistance.
